	PAST SIMPLE:
We use the Past Simple for actions:
• that started and finished in the past.
She had lunch an hour ago. He didn’t come to the party last Friday.
• happening one after the other in the past.
He woke up, got dressed and had breakfast.
Wh-questions
Wh-word + did + subject + main verb?
Who did you talk to?
NOTE: Who/What + main verb + object? (to refer to the subject of the verb)
Who talked to you?
Time adverbs and expressions: yesterday, last night/week/month/year, two years ago, etc.

- Ask Ss to read the table/theory box. Draw their attention to the words in bold (Did you have, Yes, I did.).
- Explain the rules.

SPELLING RULES:
-ed ending regular verbs
• verbs ending in -e: add -d
arrive ➝ arrived
• verbs ending in consonant + -y: change -y to -i and add -ed
study ➝ studied
• verbs ending in vowel + -y: add -ed
play ➝ played
• verbs ending in consonant + vowel -l: double the final l and add -ed
travel ➝ travelled
• verbs ending in a consonant after a stressed vowel: double the consonant and add -ed
stop ➝ stopped
Pronunciation
\ɪd\ after the sounds \t\, \d\
wanted, ended
\t\ after the sounds \f\, \k\, \p\, \s\, \∫\, \ t∫\
liked, watched
\d\ after all the other sounds played, smiled
