In an effort to create more sustainable campuses, many universities are experimenting with “low-
carbon student lifestyles,” combining behavioural changes with digital innovation. Students are encouraged to
walk or cycle instead of using motorbikes, reduce food waste in canteens, and participate in recycling
programmes.
