Around the world, coffee is grown by about 25 million farmworkers on about 27 million acres of land.
That's more than seven percent of Earth's surface! Just in Brazil, the world's largest coffee grower, almost
6.2 billion pounds of coffee are grown each year. In Viét Nam, coffee exports reached approximately 1.78
million tonnes in 2022 alone. Every year, people drink more than 500 billion cups. Businesses in the United
States spend about 5.5 billion dollars to bring coffee into the country, and make more than 12 billion dollars
by selling it.

Even worse, an insect called the coffee berry borer beetle, which likes to eat coffee beans, also loves
hotter weather. This means that as the climate changes, there will be more of these insects living in more
places and more coffee plants will be attacked.
