1. Stressed Syllables (Am Tiét Nhan Manh):

o These syllables are louder, longer, and pronounced more clearly.

o We usually stress important words in a sentence, such as nouns, main verbs, adjectives, and adverbs.
Vi dy: cdc am tiét nay dwoc néi to hon, kéo dai hon va ré rang hon. Chiing ta thuong nhan manh nhitng tir
quan trong trong cau, nhuw danh tw, dong tw chinh, tinh tw, va trang tu.

o Example:

= "She 'likes to 'read 'books in the 'library."

= C6 dy thich doc sdch trong thw vién.

2. Unstressed Syllables (Am Tiét Khong Nhan Manh):
o These syllables are softer, shorter, and less clear.
o Function words like articles (a, an, the), conjunctions (and, but), auxiliary verbs (is, are, do), and
prepositions (in, on, at) are usually unstressed.
Vi dy: cac am tiét nay dwoc néi nhé hon, ngan hon va it ré rang hon. Cdc tir chirc ndng nhw mao tiv, lién ti,
tro dong tir va gidi tir thuwong khong dwoc nhan manh.
o Example:

= "I want to go to the beach."
= T6i muon di dén bai bién.
