Part 2:

Thanks for starting up your week with CNN 10, your objective explanation of world news. I`m Carl Azuz at the CNN Center. 

First, today, we`re taking you to southwestern Europe. There are about 49 million people who live in the nation of Spain. (Q6) Sixteen percent of them live in Catalonia. This is a wealthy region of Spain that held a referendum, a vote yesterday on whether Catalonia should become an independent country. 

(Q7) Catalonia has its own government, which determines much of the region’s health care, education and tax collection policies. But Catalonia also pays tax to Spain and some of the politicians who wanted to be independent say it’s unfair for the tax money from wealthier regions like Catalonia to go toward funding other parts of Spain. 

(Q8) But back in 1978, more than 90 percent of Catalan voters supported the Spanish constitution, which mentioned the indissoluble unity of the Spanish nation. Only Spain’s parliament can change that constitution and the nation`s government and supreme court have said it`s illegal for Catalonia to hold a vote on independence.

(Q9) Spanish national police raided some Catalan polling stations and fired rubber bullets, in an effort to keep the vote from happening. Hundreds of injuries were reported. Most of them of civilians, but 13 officers were hurt as well. The Spanish government and the Catalan government each blamed the other side for the violence.

First, it was the students, then came the firemen, and finally, the farmers. (Q10) The last day of campaigning in Catalonia’s independence referendum may have drawn to an end, but the tension on the streets is only building. The Spanish government has said Sunday’s vote is illegal and must not go ahead. 

Barcelona’s port has become a staging ground for Spanish police, extra forces and police vans shipped end from the across the country, all to try to block people from voting.

The Spanish government has seized millions of ballots and campaign leaflets, arrested Catalan officials and closed down political Websites. 

It’s a vote long campaigned for by separatists in Catalonia. The region in northeastern Spain already has limited autonym from the central government in Madrid. It has its own flag, its own national anthem, and its own language. 

But still, many Catalans want more. They want full independence for their region, which is Spain’s number one tourist destination. Famous for Gaudi, the iconic Sagrada Familia.

Interviewer: 
I am delighted to have with me today Sharon Gravy, a doctor and prolific popular author, whose new book ‘Youth Ills’ kept me riveted in my 
armchair all weekend. Sharon, welcome.

Sharon: 
Hello.

Interviewer: 
Now, Sharon, what came as a revelation to me in the book was the sheer number of what you call self-imposed conditions that your average 15 - 25 year olds might suffer from today compared to their counterparts of 30 years ago.

Sharon: 
That’s right - we’re not just talking here about a drug or substance abuse sub-culture, but conditions which relate to a whole range of mainstream lifestyle choices, from diet to holidays or music to hair.

Interviewer: 
I particularly enjoyed the chapter on food and diet, ‘cos you covered the subject from all sorts of angles rather than just dwelling on common eating disorders.

Sharon: 
I don’t play down the importance of anorexia and bulimia in the book - which obviously stand out as two - what I term – cultural epidemics, (Q11) but I try and situate such epidemics in terms of the wider issue, which, for me, is the extent
to which food intake has become caught up in a whole web of lifestyle choices and value judgements. For example, I discuss the case of a young man from France who has been a strict vegan for a number of years and is now almost totally blind because of vitamin deficiency.

Interviewer: 
I was staggered by some of the statistics you quoted in the book.

Sharon: 
Yes, some of them are really quite frightening. Take tinnitus - ringing in the ears - for example. Cases among young people have risen ten-fold in the last 20 years and this is clearly related to the kind of music or dance event 
that youngsters go to. Such statistics are frightening in themselves but what is worse is that, for many who develop such conditions, (Q12) once the damage is done it can be permanent - resulting in hearing loss or a more or less continual buzzing sound in your head.

Interviewer: 
(Q13) You also say that we tend to be treating symptoms rather than 



addressing causes.
Sharon: 
That’s right. A whole industry seems to have grown up around selling products or providing treatments for conditions which are entirely self-induced. I went into Boots the other day, for example, and found that you can now buy a tongue scraper to help combat the effects of having bad breath.

Interviewer: 
You’re kidding. (laughs)

Sharon: 
No. Things really do go that far. At some clinics now you can even have a 
laser treatment to remove the sweat glands from your armpits. As I say in the book, youngsters seem to inhabit a world where after-sun lotion is much more prevalent than sun block.

Interviewer: 
On the subject of tanning, the statistics are pretty scary too, aren’t they?

Sharon: 
Indeed. So many young kids just don’t heed the warnings of sunburn leading to an increased risk of skin cancer. (Q14) What is not widely known is that there are over 5,000 cases of melanoma, which result in 1,000 deaths a year - so it is not something to be taken lightly. There’s no salvation in artificial sun ray lamps either, because they’re a potential minefield of problems for different types of skin.

Interviewer: 
So common sense is all that’s needed.

Sharon: 
(Q15) Basically, yes, and perhaps a determination in group situations 
to follow the crowd a bit less. Peer pressure to join in can make people put up with a lot, put themselves at risk or develop slack habits that they otherwise wouldn’t. The basic message has to be: if there is a symptom, there’s a  wider problem - sort the problem.

Interviewer: 
Sharon Gravy, thank you. ...

Tapescript Part 4:

Speaker 1: 3D printing technology's already changing the way we produce objects from tools and toys to clothing and even body parts. 3D printing is part of a process known as (Q16) additive manufacturing, where an object is created by adding material layer by layer. Additive manufacturing allows designers to create complex parts for machines, airplanes and cars at a fraction of the cost and time of (Q17) standard means like forging, molding and sculpting. Now, smaller consumer friendly 3D printers are bringing additive manufacturing to home and businesses. The first step in 3D printing is create a (Q18) blueprint of the object you want to print. You can use (Q19) modeling software like Blender to create your own designs or you can visit (Q20) websites like Thingiverse or Shapeways to find objects other users have 3D modeled. Once you have a finished design it's time to send it to the printer. Some printers, like the MakerBot Replicator 2, have removable bioplastic spools in the back of the device almost like a string. When the printer receives the data, it pulls the material through a tube, melts it, and deposits it to the (Q21) plate, where it instantly cools.

>> Speaker 1: The most common material used in 3D printing is plastic. But the use of some other materials allow for the creation of some pretty amazing products beyond simple tools and toys. (Q22) 3D printing food is becoming very popular and additive manufacturing has allowed for the creation of some pretty (Q23) intricate treats. In the medical world, doctors are testing (Q24) bio-materials for (Q25) regenerative medicine. By using a patient's cells, doctors could 3D print small body parts like ears and noses.
