IV. PROCEDURES

	b) Content: Introduce words about tourism, holiday / Introduce: Language to begin and end a conversation.
c) Expected outcomes: Ss get to know some new words / structures they are going to study in the lesson.
d) Organization of the activity:

	· Option 1: Number the pictures. Listen and repeat.
- Use the “New words” part a– page 71 for the warm-up activity.
- Show words and pictures using DCR, have Ss look and number the pictures (in pairs).
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- Call Ss to give answers.
- Give feedback and show correct answers.
- Lead to the new lesson.
- Play the audio (CD2 – Track 16), have Ss listen and repeat.
- Correct Ss’ pronunciation if necessary.





· Option 2: Starting a conversation or Ending a conversation?
- Let Ss read the expressions which are commonly used when people are chatting. 
- Have Ss work in pairs to place them under the appropriate heading: Starting a conversation or Ending / Closing a conversation.
- Call Ss to give answers.
- Check Ss’s answers and give feedback.
- Lead to the new lesson.

· Option 1 (If the teacher hasn’t used this part for the Warm-up activity.)
- Demonstrate the activity on DCR, using the example.
- Have Ss number the pictures.
- Divide class into pairs and have them check their answers with their partners.
- Call Ss to give answers. 
- Check answers as a whole class using DCR.
- Play audio (CD2 – Track 16). Have Ss listen and repeat.
- Correct Ss’ pronunciation.



· Option 2: (If the teacher has used part a. for the Warm-up activity.) Fill in the blanks.
- Have Ss look at the pictures and fill in the blanks by the words they have known in Task a (from Warm up activity. (T uses different pictures from those in the textbook.)
- Have Ss give answers and tell the meaning of words / phrases again.
- Check answers as a whole class.
- Call some Ss to read the words again.
- Correct Ss’ pronunciation if necessary.
*Illustration:

- Have Ss work in pairs to talk about the things they do on holiday.
