Afghanistan confronted an unprecedented humanitarian emergency in

devastating crisis emerged as one of the most severe global hunger
’ emergencies, threatening millions with starvation and malnutrition.

The magnitude of suffering reached alarming proportions, prompting

urgent international concern and mobilization efforts worldwide.
Regional experts described the situation as catastrophic, requiring immediate coordinated intervention.

The catastrophe stemmed from multiple interconnected factors that systematically dismantled
Afghanistan's socioeconomic infrastructure. Following the Taliban's resumption of authority, international
sanctions froze national assets while foreign assistance programs ceased abruptly. Simultaneously, persistent
drought devastated agricultural productivity, destroying crops and livestock essential for rural subsistence.
These combined pressures created a perfect storm of economic collapse and resource scarcity.
Environmental degradation further exacerbated existing vulnerabilities, accelerating the deterioration of
their living conditions.

Women and children bore disproportionate consequences of this humanitarian disaster. Restrictive
policies prohibiting female employment severely reduced household incomes, while educational barriers
limited future prospects for Afghan families. Healthcare systems reported an alarming escalation in
childhood malnutrition cases, with over three million children requiring immediate medical intervention.
Many households adopted desperate survival strategies, including skipping meals and selling valuable
possessions. Gender-based restrictions compounded socioeconomic hardships, creating additional obstacles
for vulnerable populations.

International relief organizations, including UNICEF, WHO, and the World Food Programme, launched
comprehensive emergency responses despite significant operational challenges. However, insufficient

funding and logistical constraints hampered their effectiveness considerably. By mid-2025, more than half

of Afghan families depended entirely on humanitarian aid for survival. Experts emphasized that

sustainable recovery necessitates political stabilization, inclusive governance, agricultural rehabilitation, and
renewed international cooperation to address this ongoing tragedy effectively. Donor fatigue and competing
global crises complicated fundraising efforts substantially.

Currently, three-quarters of all refugees inhabit areas experiencing elevated climate-risk exposure, while
half of displaced populations reside in politically unstable states, including Sudan, Syria, Haiti, and Yemen.
The number of nations confronting both conflict- and disaster-related displacement has tripled since 2009.
However, fragile countries hosting refugees receive merely 25 percent of the requisite climate financing,
abandoning millions in perpetual crisis. [III] This insufficient funding severely undermines resilience-
building initiatives and emergency response capabilities throughout affected regions.

Without immediate intervention, experts predict refugee settlements could endure 200 days of extreme

heat annually by 2050, rendering them uninhabitable. UN High Commissioner Filippo Grandi

emphasized at COP30 that vulnerable communities require substantial climate finance rather than

hollow commitments. The international community must prioritize comprehensive strategies addressing

both immediate humanitarian necessities and long-term adaptation measures to mitigate future displacement
emergencies effectively.

70.000 luot di doi mdi ngay. Trong khi cac cong dong d& bi ton thuong cb gang chdng choi trude sy tan pha
moi trudng ngay cang nghiém trong, cac chinh phii trén toan thé gidi lai gap khé khin trong viéc cung cép
hd trg thich dang. Cudc khung hoang nay cho thay bién d6i khi hau hoat dong nhu “yéu td khuéch dai rai
ro”, 1am trAm trong thém xung dot, mat an ninh luong thyuc va bét binh dang x4 hoi tai cac khu vuc mong
manh trén toan cau.

Tai Brazil, tran I lut nam 2024 ¢ bang Rio Grande do Sul da khién 181 nguoi thiét mang va 580.000
ngudi phai di doi, bao gdm 43.000 nguoi ti nan dé ton thuong. Tai Myanmar, siéu bdo Mocha da tan phéa
bang Rakhine vao ndm 2023, pha hay hoan toan cac khu tra 4n ctia 160.000 ngudi ti nan Rohingya. O Chad,
tran 10 lut tham khdc nam 2024 bude 1,3 tridu nguoi dan phai so tin—vuogt téng $6 nguoi di doi cia 15 ndm
trude cong lai. Nhitng tham hoa nay cho thiy muc d6 anh huong khong twong ximg ddi voi cac cong dong
yéu thé, nhitng nguoi dong gop rat it vao luong khi thai toan ciu nhung lai chiu hau qua ning né nhat.

Hién nay, ba phan tu nguoi ti nan trén toan thé gidi sdng trong cac khu vuc c6 muc rui ro khi hau
cao, trong khi mdt ntra sb nguoi di doi cu tra & cac quéc gia bat 6n chinh tri nhu Sudan, Syria, Haiti va
Yemen. S6 luong qubc gia phai d6i mit dong thoi v6i di doi do xung dot va di doi do thién tai da ting gip
ba 1an ké tir ndm 2009. Tuy nhién, cac qudc gia dé ton thuong tiép nhan nguoi ti nan chi nhan dugc khoang
25% ngudn tai chinh khi hau can thiét, khién hang triéu nguoi roi vao khing hoang kéo dai. Viéc thiéu tai
chinh nay da 1am suy yéu nghiém trong cac nd luc ting cudng kha ning chéng chiu va kha niang Gmg pho
khén cép tai cac khu vuc bi anh huong.

Néu khong can thiép ngay 1ap tirc, cac chuyén gia du doan rang cac khu dinh cu ti nan ¢ thé phai
chiu t6i 200 ngay nang néng cuc doan mdi nam vao nam 2050, khién ching gan nhu khong thé sinh song.
Cao tiy Lién Hop Quéc Filippo Grandi nhan manh tai COP30 ring cac cong dong dé bi ton thuong can
ngudn tai chinh khi hau thyc chat thay vi nhimg cam két rong tuéch. Cong dong quéc té phai uu tién cac
chién lugc toan dién giai quyét ca nhu cau nhan dao trudc mét va cac bién phap thich tng dai han dé giam

thiéu hiéu qua cac cudc khing hoang di doi trong tuong lai.
