EEEEPEEOUSE Scientists from the University of California, Davis, have discovered a
SEE\EVSEEVIVJITH promising solution to reduce greenhouse gas emissions from livestock farming.
SUPPLEMENTS Their important research involved feeding beef cattle a specially formulated pellet

containing red seaweed, specifically Asparagopsis. This innovative approach
successfully decreased methane production by nearly 40 percent. Remarkably, the
supplement caused no harmful effects on the animals' well-being, development rate,

SHOWS PROMISE  or the quality of beef produced. This achievement represents a significant step
forward in sustainable agriculture.

The experimental trial took place at a Montana ranch, where researchers monitored 24 steers throughout
the winter season. They added small quantities of the marine plant into mineral pellets, which the cattle
consumed voluntarily during their regular supplementation period. The treated animals demonstrated much
lower methane output compared to the control group, while simultaneously maintaining healthy weight gain
and normal behavioral patterns. This marked the first successful use of seaweed-based additives in free-
ranging, pasture-fed livestock.

Livestock add significantly to global methane emissions, making this discovery particularly valuable for
environmental conservation efforts. Methane ranks among the most powerful greenhouse gases, speeding up
climate change. Therefore, incorporating seaweed supplements into cattle diets could become an essential
component of eco-friendly farming practices. However, widespread adoption depends heavily on achieving
cost-effective, large-scale production that remains economically affordable for ranch operators worldwide.
