· When we change direct speech to reported speech: 

• We change time words and other expressions.
now ➝ then

today/tonight ➝ that day/night

this week ➝ that week

tomorrow ➝ the next/following day

next week/month ➝ the following

week/month

here ➝ there

this/these ➝ that/those, etc.

• We change verb tenses when the introductory verb (say, tell, etc.) is in the past tense.

Present Simple → Past Simple

“I like this film,” she said.

She said (that) she liked that film.

Present Continuous → Past Continuous

Chris said, “I’m reading a book about space now.”

Chris said (that) he was reading a book about space then.

am/is/are going to → was/were going to

They said, ”We’re going to give

a presentation about the solar system next week.”

They said (that) they were going to give a

presentation about the solar system the following week.

Modals: can → could, will → would,

must/have to → had to

“I will learn about the solar system,” she said.

She said (that) she would learn about the

solar system.
“I have to eat special foods in space,” he said.

He said (that) he had to eat special foods in space.
