While reading a wide
range of genres and topics, students cultivate their curiosity with the texts and identify connections between
ideas.  They  can  develop  a  deeper  understanding  of  the  materials.  Familiarizing  oneself  with  new
technologies  is  also  crucial  for  lifelong learning.  With  advances  in  technology,  new learning tools  are
constantly being developed, and students need to be able to adapt to these changes in education. Online
learning platforms, online courses, digital textbooks, and educational apps can provide students with new
ways to learn.
