You might think that
Nunavik's geographical position at the ends of the Earth keeps it safe from big city problems like air and
water pollution.

Unfortunately, the pretty villages of Nunavik have not escaped the problems that the rest of the world is
facing, too. Some years ago, scientists made a worrying discovery. An extremely dangerous group of
chemicals known as 'persistent organic pollutants' (or POPs) were attacking the Arctic environment. POPs
are used everywhere - in TVs, in lights and in paint.

For one thing, buildings around the world still have
many tons of POPs in their paint and wiring. For all the people and animals in the Arctic regions, their only
hope is the work of scientists and the help of the rest of the world in putting an end to POPs once and for all.
