The Asian Games takes place every four years. The spirit of the Asian Games has been built up over a long period of time, spreading the message of unity, warmth, and friendship through competitive sports. Just 11countries and regions with 489 athletes participated in the first Asian Games in New Delhi in 1951, with only six sports.
