Intonation in Statements Used as Questions
(Ngit diéu trong Cac CAu Tran Thuit Diung Lam Céau Hoéi)

Pinh nghia: Trong tiéng Anh, mot ciu tran thuat c6 thé dugc bién thanh ciu hoi bang cach sir dung ngir
di€u di Ién & cudi cau. Loai cau hoi nay thuong dugc dung dé xac nhéan thong tin hodc thé hién sy khong
chic chin.

How It Works (Cach thue hién)

1. Falling Intonation (Ngit diéu di xudng):
When you make a statement, your voice usually drops at the end. \
Khi ban n6i mét cau tran thuat, giong cua ban thuong ha xuong & cudi cau.

o Example: "You're coming to the party." \
o Vidu: "Ban s& dén budi tiéc."

2. Rising Intonation (Ngir di¢u di 1én):
To turn a statement into a question, you keep the same words but raise your pitch at the end. J
Dé bién cau tran thuat thanh cau hoi, ban giir nguyén tir ngit nhung nang cao giong & cudi cau.

o Example: "You're coming to the party?" j
o Vidu: "Ban s& dén buoi tiéc a?"
Purpose of Using Statements as Questions
(Muc Pich Ciia Viéc Dung Cau Tran Thuit Lam Cau Héi)
o Pé xac nhan thong tin:
o "The meeting is at 3 o'clock?" J
o "Budi hop luc 3 gid a?"
o Dé thé hién sw ngac nhién hoic khong tin twéng:
o "You're moving to another city?" J
o "Ban dang chuyén dén thanh phd khéc a?"
e Pé tim kiém sy ddng y hoiic phan hdi:
o "This movie is interesting?" J
o "B phim nay tht vi nhi?"
