[I] State-run free bicycle distribution schemes since 2004 have targeted girls, who had higher school
dropout rates than boys due to household chores and exhausting long walks. [II] This approach isn’t unique to
India - evidence from countries like Colombia, Kenya, Malawi and Zimbabwe also shows that bicycles
effectively boost girls' school enrolment and retention. [III] Cycling to school in rural areas doubled over the
decade, while in urban areas, it remained steady. Indian city roads are notoriously unsafe, with low urban
cycling to school linked to poor traffic safety and more cars on the road. [IV]

American suffragist Susan B Anthony famously said that the bicycle “has done more to emancipate wo
men than anything else in the world. It gives women a feeling of freedom and self- reliance". Researchers
wonder if women cycle less as they age due to shrinking job opportunities and workforce dropout. Nibha
stopped cycling after marriage and moving to her in-laws' home. While she still travels outside the house as she
trains to become a teacher, when asked about her commute, she simply says, "I don't need the cycle anymore."
