- Elicit what Ss would like to know about school sports day in the UK. Elicit various questions and write two on the board.
- Play the recording (using the IWB).

- Listen to and read the text and see if their questions were answered.
Suggested Answer:
When was school sports day in Harry’s school?
(On 28th June.)
What did they do on that day?
(They took part in races.)



B. Pre-reading: 10 minutes
a. Objectives: to present some key words in the reading text.
b. Content: Vocabulary. 
c. Expected outcomes: Ss can know the meaning and remember the key words.
