	Direct speech and reported speech 
- Ask Ss to read the theory in the language box and point out the differences between the two types of speeches mentioned.

· We use direct speech to repeat the exact words someone said.

· We put direct speech in quotation marks.

e.g. The astronauts said, “We sleep in a sleeping bag in space.”

· We use reported speech to report what someone said.

· We can use that to introduce reported speech, but we can omit that.

e.g. The astronauts said (that) they slept in a sleeping bag in space.
- Elicit Ss’ ideas.

- Give feedback and explain any points Ss are unsure of.
	- Read the theory in the language box to work out the differences between direct speech and reported speech.
- Present their ideas when invited.

- Listen to T’s explanation and take notes.

	Changing direct speech to reported speech 

- Read out the theory box and explain any

· When we change direct speech to reported speech, we change the subject pronouns/object pronouns/possessive adjectives according to the context.

e.g. Julie said, “I spend most of my time doing science experiments.”

Julie said (that) she spent most of her time doing science experiments.

· say – tell

• say + (that) + clause

e.g. Paul said (that) he loved watching stars.

• say to + object + (that) + clause

e.g. Paul said to me (that) he loved watching stars.

• tell + object + (that) + clause

e.g. Paul told me (that) he loved watching stars.
