Kathleen: It was amazing. I got incredible experiences. For example, I saw such a fantastic water puppet show.

Kathleen: The main theme and setting of the show were about legends of kings and stories focusing on Vietnamese rice farmers. The puppets portrayed boys riding on buffalos and dragons appearing suddenly from underwater.

Kathleen: Yes, there was a band playing traditional instruments like drums, horns, or single-stringed guitars. Daniel: How much was the ticket? Was it expensive?
