· Option 2: Total Recall 
- Show Ss a picture of diffrent ethnic groups in Vietnam. (can be online or in-house picture) 
- Write the word ‘Ethnic Group’ on the board. 
- Have Ss recall the vocabulary words that they have learned previously. 
- Have one S at the time raise hand and say one word from the topic. 
- Keep it run until all the learned vocabulary words are spoken. 
Wordlist: ethnic, embroidery, pottery, headscarf, cloth, basket, silver, ethnic, pattern, product.

d) Organization of the activity:

	Grammar box
- Introduce the function of each article. 
- Ask Ss to read the grammar boxes, then explain the functions of the articles. 
- Walk Ss through some examples. 
· Option 1:

- Give corrections. 
- Check Ss’ understanding of the usage by asking Ss to make example sentences using the articles in the same way.

· Option 2: 
- Have Ss look at the grammar box on page 75 & 76.
- Have Ss identify the parts of speech of the words a, an, and the. 
- Tell Ss to study the instances of the articles in small groups and sort them out into 2 categories: definite and indefinite.

- Have Ss work in group and read the grammar summary and match parts of sentences that describe the rules governing the use of definite and indefinite articles. 
- Draw Ss attention that sometimes we do not use articles (zero article) before some nouns.
