I think Hoi An is an ancient town, it has Ong pagoda, Hoa Nhap workshop,…


	- T: divides the class into 2 groups and let them play a small game: Guessing game

- T: gives 3 pictures related to Hoi An (one by one) and asks “Which city is this?”, students guess the name of the place and explain their guess.
- Lead in:

-T: leads Ss into the lesson by asking Ss some questions:
( Today we are going to listen to a guide to Hoi An.

- go along

- on your left/ right

- take the first turning

2.Work in pairs. Make similar conversations to ask for and give directions to places near your school.

 Example:

A: Excuse me. Could you tell me the way to Song Ve market please?

(B: Go straight and then take the second turning on the right.


	T:plays the recording for students to listen and read the dialogue between A and B at the same time.

- t:AskS students to pay attention to the sentences and phrases used to ask for and give directions.

 -T: elicits the structures for directions

- T: elicit the phrases to give directions from student.

· Ss: work in pairs

· T: Calls 4 pairs to practice

· T: Corrects
