Deaf people should enjoy a play as much as the hearing audience. This is the thinking behind the
Americans with Disabilities Act, which requires that theatres become accessible to deaf people. Theatre
producers, on the other hand, are beginning to realise that such a feature makes their product attractive to
a wider audience - with considerable financial rewards.

Interpreted theatre usually takes place at two or three performances in a theatre season. Preference for
tickets is given to the deaf, but tickets are also sold to hearing people who are interested in seeing theatre
interpreters at work.

Most scientists agree that global warming presents the greatest threat to the environment. There is
little doubt that the Earth is getting warmer. In the last century, the average temperature rose about 0.6

And a large number of scientists
believe the rise in temperatures will, in fact, speed
up. A recent study suggested that Greenland's ice
sheet will begin to melt if the temperature there rises
by three degrees C. That is something many scientists
think is likely to happen in another hundred years.
The complete melting of the Greenland ice cap would
raise sea levels by seven metres. Even a partial
melting would cause a one-metre rise. Such a rise
would have a devastating impact on low-lying islands,
such as the Maldives, which would be entirely
submerged.

Other scientists emphasise that such doomsday
scenarios may be hundreds of years in the future.
'You can't say with any certainty that sea-level rises
are going to have a huge impact on society,' says
Stouffer. 'Who knows what the planet will look like
5000 vyears from now?' Most climate scientists,
however, agree that global warming is a threat that
has gone unchecked for too long. 'ls society aware of
the seriousness of climate warming? | don't think so,'
says Marianne Douglas, professor of geology at the
University of Toronto. 'Otherwise, we'd all be leading
our lives differently. We'd see a society that used
alternative sources of energy, with less dependence
on fossil fuels.'
