Modern astronomers have observed the same phenomenon, but no one has been able to satisfactorily explain how or why the sporadically sparks. However, reaearches now believe they have found the cause.
Researchers have explained the chemical content of Moon rocks retrieved by astronauts during the Apollo missions and have found that they contain vlatile gases such as helium, hydrogen and argon.
