	T calls one student go to the board and read a description aloud. 

The other students try to guess what word it is. (Talk about 5 sentences.) If he works well, he will get good mark.

	II. PRESENTATION: (15’)

  Help Ss know how to use question words and use conjunctions.

	* GRAMMAR:
Grammar: Wh-questions (When, How many, How often, What, Where, Who, Why) is used for a specific piece of information.
Conjunctions: but, so, and are used to combine two clauses into a compound sentence.

Eg: I am tired, so I go to bed early.
      She likes watching cartoons, but he likes watching sports.
      He is reading books, and his mother is busy cooking.

	-T asks some questions:
 + How often do you watch TV?

 + What programs do you watch?

 + Where do you watch TV?

 + Who do you watch  TV with?

…
- Ss answer

- T guides Ss the way to ask and answer the questions using Wh- questions words.
Ss listen and copy

- T explains the way to use the conjunctions.

- Ss listen and remember.
