The protection of 30 per cent of the planet by  2030 is a critical milestone toward protecting 50 per cent of the planet by 2050, a benchmark that scientists  say will ensure the health and diversity of ecosystems across the globe. The goal is challenging yet  attainable—and our future depends on it.
