¢. When people from different backgrounds come together, they share knowledge, traditions, and experiences,
broadening their understanding of the world.

d. Finally, multicultural societies are more adaptable to global changes, as they can draw from a wide range of
cultures, helping to strengthen economic and social resilience.

e. Firstly, it fosters creativity and innovation, as diverse perspectives often lead to new ideas and solutions to
problems.
