In Hawaii more than
half of the native birds are now gone — some 50 species. Such carnage has taken place all across the
island communities of the Pacific and Indian oceans. While many species were hunted to extinction,
others simply succumbed to die to the “introduced predators’ that humans brought with them: the cat,
the dog, the pig, and the rat.

Today the tempo of extinction is picking up speed. Hunting is no longer the major culprit,
although rare birds and animals continue to be butchered for their skin, feathers, tusks, and internal
organs, or taken as savage pets. Today the main threat comes from the destruction of the habitat of
wild plants, animals, and insects need to survive. The draining and damming of wetland and river
courses threaten the aquatic food chain and our own seafood industry. Overfishing and the destruction
of fragile coral reefs destroy ocean biodiversity. Deforestation is taking a staggering toll, particularly
in the tropics where the most global biodiversity is at risk. The shrinking rainforest cover of the
Congo and Amazon river basins and such places as Borneo and Madagascar have a wealth of species
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per hectare existing nowhere else. As those precious hectares are drowned or turned into arid pasture
and cropland, such species disappear forever.
