We use the Present Simple for habits, routines and timetables.
I go to Environment Club every week. (habits and routines)
Our meeting starts at 4:00. (timetables)

Present Continuous

We use the Present Continuous for actions happening now or around the
time of speaking o fixed arrangements in near future.
He is planting trees now. We're cleaning up the beach tomorrow.

Past Simple

We use the Past Simple for completed actions that happened at a specific
time in the past. He put out the rubbish yesterday afternoon.
