Good morning everyone. | hope you're all feeling OK after the activities of the last week or so. | know you've
all been working very hard recently and we've been exceptionally busy, especially with the wedding last

weekend and the trade fair straight after that. And now we have only three days to prepare for the
birthday party this weekend (Q1). The events recently have gone extremely well and the hotel is
beginning to get a very good reputation, so we need to keep it up. At the moment, we don't have exact
numbers of guests and though we usually only cater for groups of less than fifty, we will have quite
a few more than that. So - as | said - not sure of numbers but of course we won't go over the
maximum of 100 (Q2). But it's likely that we will need all of you to work this weekend so if any of you can't,
please let me know as soon as possible. Right - so what time will the event start? Well, the invitation says
guests should arrive between

7.30 and 7.45 but our experience is that there are always a few who like to arrive early so we'll
expect the first people at 7.15 (Q3). As the numbers are quite large, this will certainly be the case.
Food will be served at around 8.30 and then, depending on how long the meal takes, the
entertainment will start about two hours later.

SECTION 2

Well be arriving at Branley Castle in about five minutes, but before we get there I'll give you a little
information about the castle and what our visit will include. So in fact there’s been a castle on this site for
over eleven hundred years. The first building was a fort constructed in 914 AD for defence against Danish
invaders by King Alfred the Great’s daughter, who ruled England at the time. In the following century, after
the Normans conquered England, the land was given to a nobleman called Richard de Vere, and he built a
castle there that stayed in the de Vere family for over four hundred years. However, when Queen Elizabeth
I announced that she was going to visit the castle in 1576 it was beginning to look a bit run down, and it was
decided that rather than repair the guest rooms, they’d make a new house for her out of wood next to the
main hall. She stayed there Q4 for four nights and apparently it was very luxurious, but unfortunately it was
destroyed a few years later by fire.

In the seventeenth century the castle belonged to the wealthy Fenys family, who enlarged it and made it
more comfortable. However, by 1982 the Fenys family could no longer afford to maintain the castle, even
though they received government support, and they put it on the market. It was eventually taken over by a
company who owned a number of amusement Q5 parks, but when we get there | think you'll see that
they’'ve managed to retain the original atmosphere of the castle. When you go inside, you'll find that in the
state rooms there are life-like moving wax models Q6 dressed in costumes of different periods in the past,
which even carry on conversations together.
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
