	USED TO:
We use used to to talk about things that happened regularly in the past, but they don’t happen anymore.
We can use the Past Simple instead of used to with no difference in meaning to talk about past habits.
She used to eat meat more often when she was younger.
She ate meat more often when she was younger.
- Explain that we use used to to talk about past habits or things that don’t happen anymore. We can also use used to to talk about past states.
- Ask Ss to read the table/theory box and the cartoon. Draw their attention to the words in bold. (Did you use to have – on Mondays, used to be - changed)

Note!
We don’t use used to for actions that happened at a stated time in the past.
e.g. I went to football practice yesterday.
(NOT: I used to go to football practice yesterday.)
