	-T:divides the class into two teams, then writes the topic “Tet holiday” on the board and gives them two minutes to discuss.

-After that time, a student from each team one by one runs to the board and writes one word.

-The team which has more correct answers is the winner.

4.Listen and repeat the words.

- /s/ :  spring  , rice , celebrate
- /∫/  : shopping ,  special ,  wish


	- T:Allows Ss to look at the pictures and see if they know the words I phrases in the box.
- T:Asks them to write the words I phrases in the box under the pictures.
- Feed back- Correction

- T:Explains to Ss that some verbs and nouns go together and some don't: 

  e.g. plant / decorate +a tree ; but not cook+ a tree.
-T: Writes  a verb on the board 

(e.g. read) and asks Ss to match the verb with as many nouns as they can find 
- T:Has Ss  look at the verbs  in  the  Verbs box  first and see what nouns in  the  Nouns box  they can go with.
-  Ss:do the matching independently. 

- Feed back- Correction

-T : gets Ss to work in pairs

- T: encourages them to read the sentences carefully and look for clues so that they can choose the right word to complete each sentence

- Individually
-T: introduces 2 sounds /s/ and /∫/ to students and lets them watch a video about how to pronounce these two sounds.

-T: asks Ss to give some words containing these sounds.

-Ss: listen to the tape and repeat

	IV. PRODUCTION: (5’)

To give students chance to apply what they have learnt.

	* Game: Sentence race

The tongue twister: Seashells
She sells sea shells by the sea shore.

The shells she sells are surely seashells.

So if she sells shells on the seashore.

- I'm sure she sells seashore shells.

	-T: divides the class into 4 big teams.

-All the teams have to produce the longest sentence that contains the most /s/ and /∫/ sounds in 5 minutes. Then, each team takes turn to present their sentence, which team has the longest sentence that has the most /s/ and /∫/ sounds wins.
